Rotary International is also asking that, if possible, could you tape £1 to the 
outside of the box to cover transportation costs.  
 
We have been involved with this scheme for several years now, and some children 
have received letters in return telling them how much the gifts mean to them. 
 
The boxes will be collected from school the week beginning MONDAY 30th 
OCTOBER, so you have half term to fill them.
